Longest side of 

art image must be 1400 pixels.  Image must accurately 

represent the work without  enhancement.

Images must be submitted on CD.  CD must include 

TXT file with the IMAGE FILE NAME, ARTIST’S NAME, 
ENTRY #, WORK TITLE, WORK SIZE (H x W), PRICE, 

and MEDIUM.  

Complete ALL information on Entry Document.  (A 

copy of page in Prospectus may be used.)  Please 

print clearly.  DO NOT separate sections of Entry 
Document. 

Enclose a self-addressed stamped envelope (SASE) 

for return of CD.   

Accepted work/CD will be returned at close of show. 

Mail entry form, fee, CD & SASE. 

 

 

ENTRY PROCEDURE AND FEES: 



ELIGIBLE ARTISTS:  All active members of 

ACA  (No  Associates) whose annual dues 
have been paid by April 20, 2012.  Dues for 

the 2011-2012 year may be included with 

your entry form.  Separate checks please. 

 

WORKS ELIGIBLE:   All works submitted 
must be  original work  of the artist.   The 

submitted work must have been completed 

within the last 2 years. 

The artist may submit up to five (5) entries.  

NOT MORE THAN THREE (3) ENTRIES IN 
ANY ONE MEDIUM. 

Awards will be selected from accepted work.  

All awards are at the discretion of the juror. 

 

WORKS NOT ELIGIBLE:   

Art done in classes or workshops. 

Work that has appeared previously in any 

ACA juried show. 

Copies of published photographs, paintings, 

or  copies  of  work done  in  classes  or  
workshops.  A work will be considered a copy 

if any part of another artist’s painting, print or 

published photograph is incorporated into the 

work. 

Works that violate these rules will not be ac-

cepted.  No painting deviating from the ac-
cepted entry will be accepted in the show. 

 

MEDIUMS:  Submitted works may be acrylic, 

graphics,  mixed  media,  oil,  pastel   or      
watercolor. 

SPECIFICATIONS: 

All two-dimensional work must be suitably 

framed and ready to hang.  Screw eyes and 

wires must be firmly   attached.  No saw-tooth 
hangers will be accepted. 

Plexiglas must be on all watercolors and 
graphics. 

Glass framing is only allowed on pastels. 

The maximum framed size is 42 inches. 

Anyone who withdraws from the show for 

“invalid reasons” after being accepted will not 

be allowed to enter the show the following 
year. 

LIABILITIES:  ACA will take all reasonable 

precautions  to  protect  all  works  of  art  
presented for the show; however, the artist 

must assume all risks for any damage or loss. 

SALES:   All art work must be priced to sell 

and will be sold at the price indicated on the 

entry form.  No change in price will be permit-
ted during the exhibition.   A 25% commission 

will be paid to the gallery for any works sold.  

Price your work to include the commission and 

sales tax.  Art work sold may be picked up 
Saturday,  June 30, 2012.
